gress! When we kicked off the campaign early Novem-

ber, 2010, we had an estimate of giving of $328,000.

Now as we look back at a difficult year financially for

most families, I'm happy to report that our campaign

has received $88,262, (as of Dec. 12™).

The principle on our mortgage that was $532,071 at
campaign beginning, is now $428,173. That's a reduc-
tion of $103,898!! Way to Go CCC!

The IMAGINE MORE TOGETHER THRU FAd&khpaign,
for those of you that might be new to CCC, is a stew-
ardship program aimed at reducing our debt. We here
at CCC are trying to be financially responsible and re-
duce debt to allow us to expand our ministries and be
transforming lives for Christ. If you would like more in-
formation on how you might be able to participate,
please see Bill or Cheryl, or any of the CCC staff.

We have all experienced a difficult downturn in the
economy and although our general budget giving has
gone down, we have been able meet our expenses and
all mission obligations. In the past we have encoun-
tered difficulties and God has blessed us each time.
When CCC looked to grow and to buy land, we didn't
have the money. God lead us, though, to this location.
We purchased the land and had to take out a loan. Our
body prayed and the loan was paid off in less than 6
months with less than 1% interest paid. Looking to
2012, and hiring an Associate, our needs are great. |
know that we can meet these needs through continued
prayer and everyone seeking God's blessing.
